Long Term Care Insurance for 
Forest Ridge School of the Sacred Heart Employees
“It will never be easier to qualify.”

Normally, individuals applying for LTC insurance must undergo a thorough screening of their medical history in order to qualify.  You must complete an application with an extensive questionnaire about your medical history, the underwriting department will contact your primary care physician for a copy of your medical records and an underwriter may call you on the phone to conduct a brief interview.  Only after all of this information is collected and reviewed, is it determined if your application will be approved.  Even then, many applications are not accepted due to pre-existing medical conditions.

However, during this special, one-time open enrollment period that ends on March 26, 2010, any Forest Ridge School of the Sacred Heart employee that:

· works at least 30 hours a week* and 

· is age 18 – 64* and
· answers "No" to 6 medical questions and
· submits the appropriate application forms no later than March 26, 2010…
…will be eligible for coverage without any further evidence of insurability. 

   It will never be easier to qualify.  If you wait, you run the risk that a change in your medical status could make you permanently ineligible. 

NOTE: You can always apply at any time after the close of open enrollment, but if you do you will have to provide evidence of insurability.  In future open enrollments, only new Forest Ridge School of the Sacred Heart employees will be able to enroll without evidence of insurability.

*Even if you work less than 30 hours a week or are age 65-79, you may still be eligible by completing a medical history questionnaire for review and approval.
Open enrollment for employees of Forest Ridge School of the Sacred Heart ends on March 26, 2010.  Your application must be received by this date in order for you to be accepted without further evidence of insurability.
